Khan, who graduated from MIT and Harvard, got the idea for his academy while tutoring his 13-year-old cousin. He made her short videos, explaining how to solve math problems. She shared them with friends, who found they were helpful and asked him to produce more.  22 
But one question remained—would he have enough money to do it? Thankfully, many others appreciated his work. The quadrennial Olympic Games will take place from 27 July to 12 August, expecting more than 10,500 athletes from 204 countries to take part in 39 disciplines. It is the third time London hosts the Olympics. 

As this major international event is around the corner, the London Organizing Committee for the Olympic Games staged the final test events in the Olympic Park to fine-tune the facilities and test the park management, including security checks and the movement of spectators from one place to another. This main venue for London 2012, which cost £500m to construct, is the place where the opening and closing ceremonies will be held. To avoid terrorist attacks, airport-style security checks will be enforced during the games.

Since “be green” is now a mainstream concept of architectural design, the main stadium is designed to recycle and reduce carbon dioxide emission. More than half of the seats in the stadium can be dismantled after the games and used for other purposes; the roof is made of PVC instead of steel or concrete, and the main construction uses lightweight steel, in this way keeping the environmental impact down. 

Managing the influx of an estimated 5 million tourists in a city is mind-boggling. Transport for London is encouraging Londoners to find an alternative transportation during the Olympics, such as tube system or car pool service, while the British government suggests Londoners take a trip to avoid the flood of global travelers. For those who turn on TV only for Yankees or Knicks, archery, canoeing, equestrian, gymnastics, and synchronized swimming are good choices to appreciate other sides of human extremes and aesthetics.
