The outline of Jesus forms a triangle.  There are also three windows, and his followers are sitting in four groups of three.  The number represents the three sides of the Christian God : the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.  Da Vinci seemed to show that God’s love for humans is stable and will last forever. 

Today, The Last Supper can still be viewed in Milan, though its colors have faded away after such a long time. However, the themes of finding love and hopes in times of trouble are just as strong today as they ever were.

Doctors around the world advise people to eat at least five portions of fruit and vegetables a day.  We all know these foods are good for us, but recent studies show that they may be even more beneficial than previously imagined, and all because of a chemical called anthocyanin.  

With every breath you take, you absorb oxygen.  Most of the oxygen you breathe in is used up, but some oxygen slips away and gets stuck inside your body.  This turns into what are called “free radicals,” which move through your body and cause harm wherever they go.

Luckily, nature has provided us with a small yet effective way to defend against free radicals.  Anthocyanin, which is what gives blueberries their color, is a powerful chemical called an antioxidant.  Antioxidants bond with the stray oxygen particles and help you body flush these particles away.  This helps reverse the effects of aging.  
A group of scientists at Tufts University did an experiment where rats were fed blueberry-rich diets.  They found that age-related balance and coordination problems were reversed in the animals.  The rats also had improved spatial learning and short term memory.  Encouraged, the same researchers began to conduct tests on humans.  The subjects who ate a cup of blueberries a day had motor skills that were five to six percent better.

Eating blueberries over long periods of time improves communication between neurons in the brain.  Therefore, eating blueberries can improve short-term memory.  In addition, blueberries relax your blood vessels, reducing your risk of heart disease.  Anthocyanin can be found in many different fruits, but by far the highest concentration is in blueberries.  So, be sure to hit the fruit section of the supermarket before your diet is a surefire way to stop yourself from getting old too quickly.
