III. Passage Completion 10 % (大小寫請自行調整, 每題1分) 

   In beep baseball, players use a ball that beeps.  The sound acts as a  16 D  to visually-impaired batters and fielders. Other than the pitcher, catcher and special teammates called spotters—all of whom are sighted—players must wear  17 AC  on the field.  This prevents players with partial sight  18 E  having the upper hand. 
   The pitcher’s job in beep baseball is to help the batter get a  19 A .  Before throwing the ball, the pitcher calls out, “Ready….pitch!” That signal helps the batter time his swing and allows the six fielders to better  20 BC   the ball. 

   Once the batter hits the ball, one of the two bases—1.22-meter-tall padded cones—begins buzzing, and the batter races toward it.  If he or she touches the base before a defensive player gains possession  21 AB  the ball, the batter scores a run.  To record an out, a defensive player must hold the ball up in the air before a runner tags the base. 

   Beep baseball began in 1964, when an American engineer named Charley Fairbanks invented the first beep ball and cone-shaped bases.    22 B  , players were required to wear protective  23 AD  like face masks and were not allowed to run during games.  These rules were meant to keep the players from getting hurt.  24 C, they also slowed the game down so much that it wasn’t very enjoyable.  As a result, there was little interest in beep baseball at first.  In 1975, these rules were eliminated and new ones were added to improve the game.    Picture an alleyway (胡同) draped in shadow with thick rolling fog.  Suddenly, a black silhouette (輪廓) appears.  The mysterious figure emerges from the camouflage of the night and creeps softly down the street, face unseen.  A young woman is standing in the foreground as the dark shape approaches.  She doesn’t see him coming.  This is just another typical scene from the sphere of modern mystery entertainment.
  In a world overloaded with murder mystery and police procedural television shows, the viewers’ obsession with murders has become more popular than ever. After all, trying to solve riddles or piece together puzzles is an instinctive and fun thing to do.  However, unlike television murders, which are usually solved within the scheduled hour, real-life murder mysteries can go decades or even centuries without being solved.

  In 1888, a serial killer nicknamed Jack the Ripper cruelly murdered and mutilated five women in the Whitechapel District of London.  Since then there have been countless theories and more than 100 suspects ranging from famous authors to members of the royal family, yet the crimes remain unsolved.  In fact, the study of the Ripper cases has come to be known as “Ripperology.”

  So what happens when retired lawyer and part-time “Ripperologist” John Morris publishes a book which theorizes that the Ripper was in fact a woman? That theory becomes heavily scrutinized.  For one thing, in all the theories over the years, one thing has always remained constant—the murderer was male.  This speculation has made the 124-year-old case fresh again and turned Ripperology on its ear. 

  Lizzie Williams, wife of Sir John Williams, the royal physician and the operator of an abortion clinic in Whitechapel, is implicated as the real Ripper in Morris’s Jack the Ripper: The Hand of a Woman. In his book, he speculates that Lizzie’s motive was her frustration with her inability to bear children.  Additionally, when her family inheritance was lost, she was forced to remain in a loveless and childless marriage and decided to do anything, even kill, to ensure that she would not be poor.  Though the idea of a female killer is well-argued in The Hand of Woman, it is too difficult for diehards to accept.
  Despite the fact that technology has improved and new forensic evidence can be found, the evidence from the original cases has either been lost or degraded significantly.  Of course, a serious reality is these murders may never be solved.
