四、Reading Comprehension：10%
  
Bats have been feared and hated by most people through centuries. Why are people afraid of bats? In many parts of the world, bats are considered to be the omen of bad luck because they are ugly, and most important of all, they are active at night. In addition, their queer nesting habit of hanging up-side down creates strong dislike for them in many people.


There are many misconceptions (誤解) that people have against bats. Many believe that since bats cannot see well, they could collide (碰撞) with people and injure them. Others believe that all bats are dirty. Still others feel that bats can get entangled in women’s hair and cause injuries.


There are also many scientific reasons for man’s traditional hatred against bats, but most of them are exaggerated. For example, bats have been reported to be responsible for spreading rabies (狂犬病). People believe that since they fly, they can cover bigger distances and inflict more animals with the deadly rabies virus. However, scientists believe that only a very few percentage of infected bats can transfer the disease to humans since rabid bats die fast. Stories of blood sucking bats are not entirely false either. A bat species called the Vampire Bats (Desmodus rotundus) actually feeds on blood from warm blooded animals to stay alive. They attack sleeping cattle, dogs, horses and birds. Stories of Vampire bats sucking blood out of sleeping human beings are totally wrong, even though they are capable of attacking human beings. Perhaps it is this blood sucking habit that has immortalized them in numerous Dracula films.


Actually, bats are an important link in many natural life cycles. Bats are especially needed by many night-blooming plants for pollination(授粉). Without them, these plants would simply die off. Bats are also excellent natural predators and can keep pests and insects in check. So, bats are just another group of animals that has an importance place in nature. They are beneficial to humans in many ways. All the misconceptions that we have about them are imaginary and unscientific—though they are really not good-looking creatures.
