There are certain personal safety and security issues on campus that all college students and school faculty must be aware of, lest anyone become a victim. 
To begin with, there are traffic hazards-a campus is a crowded place, with cars, delivery trucks, buses, motorcycles, bicycles, and pedestrians sharing the road. Drivers of motor vehicles are responsible for obeying posted speed limits, stop signs and other traffic regulations. Drivers should also be especially careful to “side-check” over their shoulder before turning left or right, to make sure there isn’t a bicycle in their “blind spot.” Students, for their part, should never use smartphones for talking or texting while riding bicycles or motorcycles. Listening to music on headphones while riding is equally dangerous. With so many other people sharing the road, such behavior is totally irresponsible. Road safety requires awareness, and it’s simply impossible to ride a bicycle or motorcycle competently while you are not focused. 

Adequate lighting is indispensable for ensuring the safety of everyone, especially women. Even on a well-lit campus, female students are well-advised to use the “buddy system” when going out at night—in other words, they should look to a friend to accompany them to their destination safely. 

Theft is third concern. Students should try to park in well-lit spots, and lock all vehicles securely. One should avoid using an ATM to withdraw or deposit cash if anyone suspicious is lingering in the area. Remember to always keep the dorm room locked, and keep valuables like electronics and jewelry hidden from view. Following the above advice will help ensure a safe place for your college study.
