    __41__. You can level a five-story building easily with excavators and wrecking balls, but when you need to bring down a 20-story skyscraper, explosive demolition is the preferred method for safely demolishing the huge structure.

In order to demolish a building safely, blasters must map out a careful plan ahead of time. The first step is to examine architectural blueprints of the building to determine how the building is put together. Next, the blaster crew tours the building, jotting down notes about the support structure on each floor. __42__.  They decide what explosives to use, where to position them in the building, and how to time their explosions.

__43__. In a 20-story building, the blasters might blow the columns on the first and second floor, as well as the 12th and 15th floors. In most cases, blowing the support structures on the lower floors is sufficient for collapsing the building, but loading explosives on upper floors helps break the building material into smaller pieces as it falls. __44__.  The main challenge in bringing a building down is controlling the direction in which it falls. To topple the building towards the north, the blasters set off explosives on the north side of the building first. __45__. This sort of blast is the easiest to execute, and it is generally the safest way to go.

In recent years, news has been full of reports about abnormal weather events. In 2003, Europe experienced a heat wave, which claimed over 20,000 people. Unusually hot weather has caused major annual wildfires from California to Indonesia and Australia. Taiwan also experienced destructive floods some years followed by severe droughts. Scientists estimate such extreme climate will continue, doubling the number of deaths in the next twenty-five years.

Scientists believe that these bizarre weather disturbances are signs that the earth’s climate is changing. They declare human industrial activity is causing this change by making the earth hotter, in a process known as global warming. This warming is being caused by the huge amounts of carbon dioxide discharged into the atmosphere by the burning of fuels. It absorbs the sun’s heat and can’t escape into space. Besides cars, airplanes, and factories, ordinary people can also generate a large amount of carbon waste by using electricity, which also comes mainly from carbon fuels. 

Scientists have also observed the changes in the north and south polar ice sheets, both of which are melting and causing sea levels to rise. Greater quantities of sea water combined with hotter temperatures means more water will evaporate into the air, and then fall as heavy rain. There has also been greater rainfall in hurricanes over the last decade. One famous example was the deadly Hurricane Katrina of 2005. By contrast, other parts of the world, especially around the equator, are becoming drier. The Sahara Desert in Africa is expanding, and as more farmland turns to barren desert, millions could die of famine.  

Some experts think that only if the world’s important nations take actions could humans stop the acceleration of global warming. Countries such as Sweden, Norway and the Netherlands have successfully introduced carbon taxes on fuel to encourage factories to reduce their carbon emissions. In Taiwan, monthly electricity bills indicate the amount of carbon dioxide a household or business produces, in order to remind people of the global warming problem. Individuals can also conserve energy. People can take public transportation instead of cars or motorcycles and, if possible, walk or ride a bicycle. Everybody can try to reduce their use of paper and plastic bags. If billions of people became activists, then the situation might improve.

There is a notion in the professional world that if a person possesses numerous advanced degrees, then that person is undeniably very intelligent. Children are noted for their ability to learn rapidly. Yet, many still have trouble achieving at school. The reason for this may be that the way adults teach them doesn’t satisfy the way they learn. 

Learning is comprised of two different processes: discovery and mastery. Children are as good as, if not better than, adults at discovery. They learn new facts and reasoning by asking the question “Why” repeatedly, and by using their senses to examine things they find. 

Mastery, on the other hand, is becoming very good at something you have discovered by practicing it over and over. For example, children may become very good at an instrument or cooking by practicing and having constructive advice from adults along the way. The value of mastery is that you can practice a skill until it becomes a tool you can use to widen your field of discovery. Children fall behind learning because there is nothing to stir their sense of discovery, or because adults do not make it easier for them to practice as much as they need.  

To learn best, children need a system that combines discovery and mastery to help them make predictions, explanations, alternative solutions, and design plans. A balance of each method, coupled with steady interaction with adults, will help children realize their full potential.
