A study from a team at McGill University has found Tetris to be a good treatment for amblyopia, a vision impairment commonly known as lazy eye. The condition, which affects about one out of every fifty and 3 per cent of the CA population, starts in infancy: One eye does not move in the correct direction, or has trouble focusing, or both. 
The standard treatment has been to use a patch over the good eye, forcing the “lazy” one to work harder. The patients are usually told to wear the patch for six or more hours a day over half a year. “But patching has never been very successful,” notes Dr. Robert Hess, director of research in the department of ophthalmology（眼科學）at McGill University. “It is very unpopular with kids who get teased for wearing a patch and it doesn’t work at all in adults.”
Hess believes that the failure with patching stems from the fact that it does not deal with the underlying problem. It is usually hard for the parents to get their children to keep wearing the patchs when they are not around. Even when the children wear the patchs, the results are far from perfect. "We have started to think about the condition in a completely different way," he says. "The reason why the eye isn't working is not because it is lazy, it is because it is actively stopped from working by the signals from the sighted eye in the brain." 
In an experiment, 18 adult volunteers with amblyopia are devided into 2 groups and asked to play Tetris with different devices— Half of the participants play the game with the patchs. The others play the game with special goggles. 

After several weeks of playing Tetris with equipment, the comparison between these two tested groups becomes clear. The Tetris players asked to wear the goggles show more improved vision than the cyclopean（獨眼的）ones. Nine volunteers armed with special video goggles were trained to see different monitors at a time. To get a good score, they need to learn how to combine the different-shaped blocks shown in separate screens into an integrated whole before they fall to the bottom. That means the brain has to deal with information from both outputs and combines these images into a single result set. It makes both eyes work in unison as a team.
“We know the eye itself is fine; we know it’s all in the brain,” explains Hess. Finding a treatment other than patching is a major breakthrough in dealing with amblyopia, but it’s also a huge step in physical and mental development. “In any case, patching is no panacea（萬靈丹）; the game itself is not so important as the principle behind how we manipulate the game to do some good.”
