What do the world’s most successful businesses have in common? They are brand names that inspire loyalty. Two of the most successful brand names of all time are Coca-Cola and Apple.

The history of Coca-Cola dates back to 1886 in Atlanta, Georgia, when Dr. John S. Pemberton created his secret recipe. But it was Dr. Pemberton’s bookkeeper who came up with the drink’s brand name and the lettering style that is still used today. In 1916, Coca-Cola began using a curved bottle so that customers could immediately tell Coke apart from other bottled drinks, and the drink remained popular for decades.
