Swimwear has changed a lot over the centuries. These days, it is completely normal to see women wearing very little on beaches. A hundred years ago, however, women had to wear long dresses at beaches. In 1907, an Australian female swimmer was even arrested for wearing a swimming suit that showed her arms and legs. This strict attitude changed in the 1930s, when sunbathing became a popular activity. 

In 1946, a French automobile engineer invented the modern bikini. The two-piece swimsuit was named after a group of islands in the South Pacific where the United States tested bombs. To everyone’s surprise, although bikinis are a symbol of modern times, wall paintings that date back to at least 1600 BC reveal that women who are dressed in clothes that look just like today’s bikinis.

Apart from the styles, the materials of swimwear has come a long way as well. Swimwear used to be made of heavy materials like wool. These suits were not very comfortable, and they prevented people from swimming smoothly. This remained a problem for competitive swimmers, who complained the suits slowed them down in water. Customers’ feedback urged swimwear companies to use lighter, man-made materials. In 2008, as the Speedo LZR Racer was released, a full-body polyurethane swimsuit came to the market. It allowed swimmers to slip through the water like a shark. The suit was later banned from competitive swimming because it gave the wearers an unfair advantage in speed.
