Concentrate on shooting some good pictures, and always respect the animals you are photographing.

Space is where our future is—trips to the Moon, Mars and beyond. Most people would think that aside from comets and stars there is little else out there. But, since our space journey started we have left so much trash there that scientists are now concerned that if we don’t clean it up, we may all be in mortal danger.

    The first piece of space junk was created in 1964, when the American satellite Vanguard I stopped operating and lost its connection with the ground center. However, since it kept orbiting around the Earth without any consequences, scientists became increasingly comfortable abandoning things that no longer served any useful purpose in space.

    It is estimated that there are currently over 500,000 pieces of man-made trash orbiting the Earth at speeds of up to 17,500 miles per hour. The junk varies from tiny pieces of paint chipped off rockets to cameras, huge fuel tanks, and even odd items like the million-dollar tool kit that astronaut Heidemarie Stefanyshyn-Piper lost during a spacewalk.

    The major problem with the space trash is that it may hit working satellites and damage traveling spacecraft. Moreover, pieces of junk may collide with each other and break into fragments which fall back to the Earth. To avoid this, scientists have devised several ways for clearing the sky. Ground stations have been built to monitor larger pieces of space trash to prevent them from crashing into working satellites or space shuttles. Future plans include a cooperative effort among many nations to stop littering in space and to clean up the trash already there.

Sometimes, phrases such as “You’re amazing!” or “What an incredibly beautiful drawing!” may seem like harmless compliments for a child. A new study, however, has revealed that is not the case. Piling inflated praise on children can make them become narcissistic, or have the idea they are more special than others are. This is different from a person with a healthy self-esteem, or the belief they are of equal worth to other people. 

Brad Bushman, a professor at Ohio State University, and other authors of the reports, kept track of 565 kids between the ages of 7 to 12 and their parents for a year and a half. They wanted to pinpoint the origins of narcissism in children; particularly, the types of parenting that either encourage it, or instead, nurture self-esteem. The researchers found that kids who had their characters and accomplishments overvalued by their parents tended to have the idea that they were superior to others. Kids who had their efforts, rather than their characters, warmly praised, developed good self-esteem.

Through other studies, Bushman and other researchers have shown the worrying connection between narcissism and aggressive behavior. Self-centered people usually misjudge the level of their skills, and are likely to take many risks that end up harming both themselves and others. The researchers were able to see which children were selfish by observing who agreed with which statements they offered. For example, children with a healthy self-esteem would pick, “Some kids like the kind of person they are,” instead of, “Kids like me deserve something extra.” Fortunately, children who show signs of narcissism may not turn out to be self-absorbed adults. As they grow older, other influences will help them curb a lifetime of violence.
