Thus, it’ll be more difficult for you to apply for loans. There are also other privacy issues to worry about.

     So what can you do to prevent your identity from being stolen? For one, always tear up documents you throw into the garbage can—especially those with your personal information. Second, never give away private details in any informal occasion or to unknown website. Third, use the same credit card for all your Internet deals. Last, review your credit-card statements carefully. If there’s anything fishy, call your banks right away. Be on your guard and protect yourself from being taken advantage of.

Stop by an Internet café in just about any part of the world, and you’ll see the same sight: lots of boys and young men speeding cars, fighting wars, and shooting each other with powerful guns. They’re not doing this in reality, but rather in the world of online games. While many kids enjoy playing such games, researchers believe these kids are becoming more violent, just as the characters in the games.

     Studies have shown that people get excited when playing violent online games. Their heart rate increases, their blood pressure rises, and their breath becomes uneven when they are being a fighter in the virtual world. The excitement created by these online games makes these players want for more. To get the same high, they return to these online games more and more often and gradually fall into addiction. 

     Another problem is that some players identify with the game characters and begin fantasizing about them. They might become aggressive in their own lives after playing these games.
