Questions 31 and 32 are based on the following talk.

We think of time as something being made up of past, present and future. We can also divide people’s personalities according to how they respond to time. Some people seem to live in the present. They react to events happening now, and tend to chat about the news or gossip about people around them. Others have a stronger future focus. They will talk about their plans and what will happen next. This type of people may be looking forward to something or fearing some future events. Still others seem to “live in the past.” They will tell you about what they did last week or when they were kids. These people often compare the present and future to past situations they have experienced.
Questions 33 and 34 are based on the following statement.

Many people are afraid of flying, especially their first flight. Because reports of air crashes killing hundreds of passengers are sometimes reported, some people believe that flying might be the most dangerous way to travel. However, statistics show that this is definitely not true, and flying is actually quite safe. The odds of dying while flying are extremely small compared to other common forms of transport. The figures show that people are twenty times more likely to die if they travel by car. Train journeys are twice as safe as car trips. Yet, trains are far more dangerous than planes. The data for deaths in train accidents show that air travel is ten times safer. So people who believe air travel is risky should realize that the reverse is true.
Questions 35 and 36 are based on the following talk.
My first date wasn’t really successful. I had imagined it was a great idea to see a romantic movie at a local movie theater with my partner. It turned out that this wasn’t such a good choice because we hardly had a chance to chat at all. We ended up watching the actors having a romance without developing our own relationship. It was a long movie, too, so afterward we had to soon say goodbye. Luckily, I got a second date. This time we went to an amusement park and had a great time because we could chat and choose what to do. Therefore, remember that on your first date, you are virtual strangers, so it’s advisable that you choose a location where you can both communicate and open up. 
Questions 37 and 38 are based on the following talk.
Before you go hiking in the mountains, you should follow this safety advice. Firstly, you should plan your journey carefully. You should only choose paths or trails that you can manage and are not dangerous. Take a map with you so that you do not get lost. Second, you should carry some food and drink for emergencies, and plenty of water in the summer. Besides, you should wear strong but comfortable walking boots that protect your ankles, and take extra clothes in winter. Also, check the weather forecast before you leave because the weather can change quickly in the mountains. Last but not least, inform someone in advance about your trip and where you are going before you set out.
Questions 39 and 40 are based on the following talk.

Goals are set for the future. Therefore, they create current pressure because you are constantly telling yourself, “I’m not good enough yet.” Additionally, if you don’t reach them, you will not be content. And what if you achieve them? You may also be unhappy because a meaningful challenge has ended. Therefore, instead of focusing on goals, you should focus more on processes. For example, instead of thinking “I must become a famous basketball player,” simply try to improve your skills by practicing and enjoying the sport at the same time. Have a step-by-step plan, and you will feel a sense of achievement when you complete each step. Do your best and never underestimate yourself. Whether you reach your final goal or not, you can still be satisfied with the successes you have achieved.
