 If aliens beamed onto Earth and read our school textbooks, they would not have a clue about what women contribute to our society,” says Dr. Rae Blumberg, an American professor who has studied gender bias in textbooks in 121 countries worldwide.

  In a series of studies, Blumberg found that textbooks used in almost every nationality either included stereotyped images of girls and women or excluded them altogether. When girls and women were included, their roles were classified as traditional housekeeping and child caring. These traditional images overlook the rising importance of women that is acknowledged in the world today. In contrast, boys and men in these textbooks were described as brave, daring, and outgoing, which are always shown in action.

  When girls do not see themselves as equals in textbooks, Blumberg points out, they are misled to believe they cannot do the exciting things that boys do. This may lead girls to perform worse and believe they have no need of education.  In one study of first graders in Israel, the students who read books that showed men and women as equals thought boys and girls could both participate in most careers and activities. The students who read books that stereotyped men and women believed those stereotypes.  While some countries have taken steps to remove the stereotypes, most countries still continue to use outdated textbooks. Revision is a costly and often lengthy process.

    Now that many countries cannot afford textbooks, teachers become their students’ primary source of information. One way to work on this issue is for teachers to recognize and reject these gender stereotypes in their classrooms. They can also teach their students to be aware of and critically analyze gender stereotypes when encountering them. This will help students broaden their views of women and women’s place in the world.

On February 15th, 2013, people living in Chelyabinsk in Russia’s Ural Mountains looked up to see a blinding bright light moving rapidly across the sky, leaving a long trail of smoke stretching out behind it. Suddenly, without warning, came a deafeningly loud “boom,” at the exact same moment that a powerful shockwave suddenly broke the windows into small pieces in hundreds of buildings. Many people suffered injuries from the flying glass. Shocked and fearing for their safety, they ran for cover. Most thought it was a bomb or missile attack, or even a plane crash.

When the dust settled, scientists were quick to explain that this was not the work of terrorists, but actually that a meteor had exploded overhead. The meteor, a big rock from outer space, broke up about thirty seconds after it entered the Earth’s atmosphere and started burning up like a fireball. The violent explosion as it broke apart caused the shockwave that blew out all the windows. Fortunately, the explosion occurred when the meteor was still somewhere between 19 and 25 kilometers above the ground. Considering the explosion packed the force of about 470 kilotons of TNT (a powerful explosive), making it much more powerful than the first nuclear weapons, things could have been much worse.

 Judging by the force of the explosion and the resulting shockwave, scientists estimate the meteor would have measured about 17meters in diameter, and weighed around 10,000 tons. Made mostly of stone with some iron in it, it would have been traveling incredibly fast, almost 65,000 kilometers per hour, when it entered the Earth’s atmosphere at a shallow angle of approximately 20 degrees.

 The meteor came from far away. Scientists believe it originated in the asteroid belt, which lies 2.5 times as far away from the sun as the Earth does. To many scientists’amazement, a bigger asteroid named 2012DA14 was already expected to pass close to the Earth on the very same day. “Close,” in that case, meant 2012DA14 would miss the Earth by almost 28, 000 kilometers, so scientists were not worried about a collision. The smaller asteroid, however, caught everyone by surprise.

 Now, life is returning to normal in Chelyabinsk. Those injured by flying glass are recovering from their injuries. Some people are combing the area, looking for meteor fragments. Many plan to sell the pieces they find to collectors. Meanwhile, glaziers, as those in the business are known, are making a fortune replacing the thousands of broken windows across the region.
