Clinical studies have revealed that probiotics help delay the allergic development in children. Due to these benefits and the consumers’ growing interest in healthy eating, the number of available probiotic products and their popularity will continue to increase.

    The 17th century was a time in history when France desperately competed with Spain to acquire new territory. This period was called the “New World.” It was in the 1600s that military men and French missionaries from the Jesuit priesthood began to live in the area that now makes up the provinces of Ontario and Quebec in Canada, and in the upper part of New York State.

    Enjoying the support of both the Church and the French king, the newly­arrived Jesuit priests hoped to spread their religion by conquering the souls of the native Indians. The Jesuits supposed that the pagan Indians believing in the Holy Trinity would insure their salvation. They felt they had a Christian duty, seeing themselves as shepherds, while regarding the Indians as a flock of lost sheep in need of saving.

    Following their calling meant accepting a life of extreme hardship for the Jesuits in the New World. The dense forests surrounding them were full of wild animals and biting insects, and much physical labor was required to establish their missions. The bitterly cold winters were long and harsh. Moreover, the missionaries had to learn Indian languages so they could preach their sermons and make themselves understood.

    For the Jesuits as new immigrants, living with the native North American Indians was particularly perilous. For one thing, the different Indian tribes were always at war with each other. When marauders from enemy tribes carried out raids on the Jesuit missions, the priests had to take flight to avoid being killed or placed in captivity.

    Some were murdered. The self­sacrifice of these Jesuits is memorialized today with shrines on sites where the original missions once stood. Some of the murdered Jesuits, like Jean de Brebeuf, were later made saints by the Church.

    Despite all the difficulties the early Jesuit missionaries faced, Christianity was widely accepted among the Indians as a result of their efforts. Today, the Jesuit priesthood still exists, but modern Jesuits are known for being teachers rather than missionaries.
