Henri Cartier-Bresson (1908–2004) is one of the most original and influential figures in the history of photography. His __37__, spontaneous photographs helped establish photojournalism as an art form.

Cartier-Bresson’s family was wealthy—his father made a fortune as a textile manufacturer—but Cartier-Bresson later joked that due to his parents’ __38__ ways, it often seemed as though his family was poor.

Educated in Paris, Cartier-Bresson developed an early love for literature and the arts. As a teenager, Cartier-Bresson __39__ against his parents’ formal ways of education. In his early adulthood, he even drifted toward communism. But it was art that remained at the center of his life.

Cartier-Bresson traveled to Africa in 1931 to hunt antelope and boar. And Africa __40__ another interest in him: photography. He then wandered around the world with his camera, using a handheld camera to catch images from __41__ moments of everyday life.  

Not long after World War II, Cartier-Bresson traveled east, spending considerable time in India, __42__ he met and photographed Gandhi shortly before his __43__ in 1948. Cartier-Bresson’s approach __45__ photography remained much the same throughout his life. In 1971 when the the Apollo 15 lunar mission crew heard about the Belgian sculptor Paul Van Hoeydonck’s interest in creating a work of art for the moon, they agreed to meet him for dinner. During a conversation with the astronaut David Scott, Van Hoeydonck said he would be able to make a small statue. Then, he created an 8.5 centimeter aluminum figure with a basic human shape, the silver color suggesting it could represent an astronaut.  

Scott placed the statue on the moon’s surface next to a plaque with the names of astronauts who had died working on space programs. The statue became known as “Fallen Astronaut”. Scott did not reveal the name of the sculptor. In April 1972, the National Air and Space Museum asked for a replica of the statue for public display. Scott called Van Hoeydonck, who agreed to make one. In July, Scott discovered that New York’s Waddell Gallery would be selling 950 further statues at $750 dollars each. Scott insisted that the sale be stopped. He claimed Van Hoeydonck had violated a privacy agreement, in which the sculptor had consented not to seek publicity or commercial gain.  

When Van Hoeydonck denied he had made such promises, the conflict grew. Van Hoeydonck declared the statue was in fact a celebration of mankind’s future in space rather than a memorial to dead astronauts; therefore, it should not have been named “Fallen Astronaut”. However, NASA supported Scott’s case. The agency had strict regulations for the space program. Anyone who engaged in profiting from it would face stiff penalties. Consequently, the gallery stopped the sale.  

Now old men, Scott and Van Hoeydonck still maintain their different accounts of the agreement they made so many years ago. Meanwhile, the statue at the center of the dispute rests quietly on the moon.
