The Muscleman and the Messenger: Heracles and Hermes

    Greek mythology is full of incredible stories about gods and humans, and two of the biggest heroes in these stories are Heracles and Hermes.

    Heracles is perhaps the best­known hero in all of mythology. Known as Hercules to the Romans, Heracles was the son of the god Zeus and the human Alcmene. Unfortunately, Zeus’s wife Hera did not like Heracles, and she sent two snakes to kill him when he was a baby. It was by killing the snakes with his bare hands 　21　 the young Heracles amazed everyone.

Drone racing is an increasingly popular high-tech sport. Pilots steer their drones through obstacle courses from a safe distance using joysticks. They wear FPV goggles that stream video from cameras mounted on their drones. FPV stands for “first-person view” because these goggles let pilots feel like they are the drones. 


Drones move so quickly and travel so far that it is difficult to watch them, so races have trouble attracting spectators. One league solves this by filming the events and posting edited videos online. At an event sponsored by another league, the drones glowed with colored lights, and large-screen TVs gave viewers an extra angle on the action.


Most drone racers begin by building, flying and modifying drones at home. But now several groups around the world are setting up drone racing leagues where pilots can compete.


In July 2015, the first international drone racing competition was held on the grounds of the California State Fair. One hundred drone lovers competed in three events: individual time trial, team time trial and individual freestyle. The purpose of the first two events is to see which individual or team, respectively, can race around a prepared course in the shortest time. In the final event, each participant demonstrates the tricks that his or her drone can perform in the air.


Chad Nowak of Australia won in all three events, making him the top drone racer in the world. A member of the ImmersionRC team, Nowak won both individual events while leading his team to victory in the team event. For his efforts, he was rewarded with US$15,000. (Oct 2016 SC)

In recent decades, many people of the Islamic faith have moved into Europe. These Muslims often have strong religious beliefs, yet Europe is largely a closed society. This can be a source of tension, particularly in the workplace. For example, following the traditions of their faith, many Muslim women feel the need to cover their faces with clothing called Burka wherever they go. However, some non-Muslims find this foreign. The practice can give rise to difficulties in the workplace when the employer feels that the wearing of a Burka may affect the quality of work performance.
