Gorgeous hats may no longer be that common, but they were once a staple of women’s fashion. From the 18th through the early 20th century, hats were considered a necessary part of any fine lady’s wardrobe. Women’s hats could vary from plain and simple to complex and covered with silk flowers, feathers and ribbons. 

At that time, the art of hat making, which is called millinery, was central to the fashion world. The culture of millinery had a strict hierarchy, with different titles assigned to senior and junior workers in millinery shops. Even today some people consider the term “milliner” to mean not just one who makes hats, but one who masters the craft. So to these people, only the best makers of hats qualify as milliners. 

The term itself comes from the name of the city Milan. During the 15th and 16th centuries, merchants from this Italian city were known for selling fine goods. In London, the making of women’s hats became associated with this city. The term millinery thus quickly began to be used for hat making.

During the middle of the 20th century, millinery began to fade from importance. This is partly because of historical events. During World War II, many women began to work, and fancy hats got in their way. Women ceased spending money on hats, preferring to focus on clothes and hairstyles.

Yet women still wear elaborate hats at special events today. At horse races like America’s Kentucky Derby and Britain’s Ascot, fabulous hats grace the heads of fashion-conscious women. And in Britain, hats frequently appear at church services and weddings. Queen Elizabeth II has her own milliner and is usually seen wearing a hat when in public. At Harry and Meghan’s wedding, royals and non-royals will undoubtedly sport fancy hats. No matter the occasion, a decorative hat is sure to stand out. Thus, one can still find shops that sell beautiful women’s hats and classes that will teach the art of millinery. Millinery can provide an outlet for creative expression as people design beautiful three-dimensional works of art. 

Despite its decline in importance, the art of millinery remains alive and well.

When the Nigerian author, Chimamanda Ngozi Adichie, went to study at a university in the United States, her roommate was surprised that she knew how to use a stove. Chimamanda soon realized that her roommate had a single story of Africa. In her well-known TED talk, Chimamnda explained the danger of the single story: “The single story creates stereotypes, and the problem with stereotypes is not that they are untrue, but that they are incomplete. They make one story become the only story. ”

Whether we like it or not, we all have single stories about the world around us. As a white foreigner in Taiwan, I have experienced this myself. For some strange reason that I have never quite understood, Taiwanese people often assume that I am an American. It’s the single story of a white person living in Taiwan. When I explain that I am from England, the single story is then replaced by another involving fog, rain, London, and gentlemen, i.e., a bunch of simple stereotypes associated with my home country. You may wonder what my single story of Taiwan was before I arrived here in 1993. In fact, I knew virtually nothing about this country other than it was well-known for producing cheap goods. Unfortunately, even though this single story of Taiwan is no longer true, it persists in the minds of many people who are unfamiliar with Taiwan’s achievements in the past few decades.

How are we to avoid the danger of a single story? The key is to examine one’s own beliefs about the world and other people. Look beyond the stereotypes and only then will they start to disappear.
