三.  Reading Comprehension：20%
A.  It’s called coucou in French and koukos in Greek. Russians know it as kukushka, while Germans have named it kuckuck. We are talking, of course, about the cuckoo, a bird whose call sounds like its name in many languages. Besides its iconic cry, the cuckoo has other distinct traits that have inspired people to associate this bird with specific ideas. 

One of these features is the way the common cuckoo tricks other bird species into raising its own young. A female cuckoo is known to leave its egg in another nest for the unknowing host bird to feed and raise as its own. The female cuckoo might also remove a host egg so that its own baby can get more food. Other times, the newborn cuckoo will push the eggs or chicks out of the nest.

So it’s not surprising that cuckoos can have a bad reputation like they do in English. We call someone “cuckoo” when we want to say they’re crazy, and “a cuckoo in the nest” signifies the presence of an unwelcome person. Similarly, “cuckold,” which comes from the Old French word for cuckoo, refers to a man that’s married to an unfaithful woman.

Another feature of the common cuckoo is that it’s migratory, arriving in Europe and Asia from Africa in early April each year. For many, hearing the first cuckoo call of the year signals the official arrival of spring. There’s also a host of superstitions surrounding the first cuckoo call. According to one, if you have money in your pocket when you hear the first call, you’ll have good luck for the coming year. Unmarried people should know that the number of cuckoo calls, or notes in a call, can represent the number of years they’ll remain single.

In some instances, cuckoos represent sorrow and loss. One European fairy tale describes a sad mother who turns into a cuckoo upon the death of her three sons in war. In a Chinese story, a king who died in sorrow turned into a cuckoo and returned to earth each spring to remind people of his fate. Cuckoos also evoke sadness in Japan, where they often symbolize the desire of spirits to reunite with their living loved ones.

It’s amazing to think that the cuckoo can mean so many things. Then again, its call and cunning method of survival do set it apart from the average bird.

   B.   In today’s world, increasing urban populations mean that land and housing prices are climbing. In crowded modern cities, it can be nearly impossible to find affordable accommodation. For many people, the dream of owning a home has never seemed so far away.
A “tiny house” can be a practical solution to this problem. With its emphasis on eco-friendly designs and a return to simple living, the tiny house movement has really taken off in the past two decades. Now, engineers and architects around the world are devising tiny house designs to suit a range of needs.
     In Hong Kong, housing prices are among the highest in the world at an average of $23,000 per square meter. Fortunately, architect James Law has proposed an idea for economical tiny homes. He uses huge concrete water pipes to create what he calls the OPod Tube House. Two pipes placed end to end provide enough space for a living area, cooking, and a bathroom. These pipes can be piled up on top of each other and even moved from place to place. Best of all, at a total of $15,000, OPods are only around $1,600 per square meter.
     British engineer Jag Virdie recently developed “The Conker.” It looks like a giant soccer ball on legs. With a floor area of 10 square meters, these units can function as a home office, studio, science lab, or independent living space. Like Law’s tiny homes, Conkers can be easily moved to different locations. They use only local materials, are extremely energy efficient, and can collect rainwater for later use. 

     Another example is the Ecological Living Module (ELM). Developed jointly by Yale University and UN-Habitat, it was displayed in New York’s UN Plaza over the summer of 2018. Many visitors commented that the house felt bright and open despite the fact that it has only 22 square meters of space. Furthermore, the ELM relies on solar energy and recycles almost all of the water it uses. The flexible design can be adjusted for different climates, meaning it can be used anywhere in the world. The front porch doubles as a shop front, and the outer walls can be used to grow food.
Cheap, easily movable, good for the environment—these tiny house designs may change the way we live. It’s time now to stop dreaming big and start dreaming tiny!

C.   When you think about going abroad for a holiday, what comes to your mind? Enjoying fine food and weather? Exploring the ancient and modern wonders of a city? You can do all this and more in Portugal’s capital, Lisbon.
Upon arriving at the city, your first stop should be the charming neighborhood of Alfama. Its narrow streets wind up a steep hill past cute shops and hip cafés. On top of the hill is St. George’s Castle. In the past, it was a fort for the Romans and a residence for Portuguese royalty. Today it’s a great lookout point for tourists due to its high position. 

Baixa, located right next to Alfama, is the heart of the city and a must-visit area. Stroll across Restauradores Square, where bright yellow buildings meet your eyes, and arrive at Rossio Square, with its lively atmosphere and magnificent fountains. Then, head to the tree-lined Liberty Avenue to admire classic buildings and mosaic-tiled pavements.
In Lisbon you won’t lack places for a delicious meal. As many restaurants in the city have outdoor seating, you can enjoy the fine weather while dining on traditional dishes like caldo verde and grilled sardines.
No trip to Lisbon is complete without visiting the neighborhood of Belém, which has two UNESCO World Heritage sites. Jerónimos Monastery, built during the late 15th century, was the place where Portuguese explorer Vasco da Gama spent his last night in prayer before sailing for India in 1497. Belém Tower, sitting on the bank of the Tagus River, was constructed in the 16th century to protect Lisbon’s port. It was also a departure point for explorers before they sailed out to discover new worlds. 

A striking difference from historic Lisbon is the Park of Nations. This area was developed for Expo ’98 and today has state-of-the-art buildings, a shiny arena, and smart boutiques. Take a cable-car ride over the Tagus River to get a bird’s-eye view, or simply take a walk along the lovely river for a truly memorable experience. Just remember to bring some iconic Portuguese egg tarts to have something to snack on. 

The mix of the old and the new makes Lisbon a delightful place to visit. If you’re looking for a world-class city to discover this spring, then it’s time to book your ticket to Lisbon.
