(2)   On the second Sunday in May, most Americans, along with people in many other countries, honor the women who gave birth to them. For the holiday known as Mother's Day, we have mostly one faithful(忠誠的) daughter to thank─Anna Jarvis.

    Anna Jarvis' mother died in 1905. She had nursed wounded soldiers during the American Civil War(南北戰爭，又稱美國內戰), and she had dreamed of a holiday that would celebrate peace and recognize the sacrifice(犧牲) of mothers who had lost sons in that war. Anna wanted a way to remember her mother, so she took up the idea of creating such a holiday, although she shifted the focus to motherhood.

    Soon after her mother's death, Jarvis began a letter-writing campaign to have the authorities concerned set aside the second Sunday in May as Mother's Day. In 1914, her years of hard work finally paid off when President Woodrow Wilson made that day a national holiday. Jarvis also began the custom of giving red carnations to mothers, because the carnation(康乃馨) was her mother's favorite flower.

    Today, Mother's Day is one of the most widely celebrated holidays in the United States. More than 80 percent of Americans buy greeting cards to mail to their mothers on Mother's Day. Many call or visit their mothers or take them out to dinner that day, too. If Anna Jarvis' mother were alive today, perhaps she would be proud to see what her daughter did for her 
and for other mothers around the world.

Experts have long been examining factors influencing people’s food choices. Two of the major factors are customs and traditions. In Japan, lobster is a must for a birthday meal because its shape is similar to that of an aged person with a hunched back. Another example is that people in Greece bake a special type of bread containing a coin made of silver or gold on New Year’s Day. Whoever finds the coin in his or her serving is said to be blessed with good luck for the coming year. Likewise, Chinese people like to gather around the table on Chinese New Year’s Eve to enjoy “yuanbaos,” dumplings in the shape of yuanbaos. Chinese people believe that making and eating them together will help them make more money in the next year.

Besides customs and traditions, that which type of food is healthy also counts a lot when people choose certain foods over others. Nowadays, 80% of people worldwide eat over 1,600 kinds of insects for one main reason they are good for their health. Only 100 grams of crickets (蟋蟀) can contain 12.9 grams of protein and 75.8 milligrams of iron; they are also rich in calcium (鈣) and vitamins (維他命) B1 and B3. For those whose living places are home to various kinds of insects, eating bugs is a good choice. Similarly, French people eat snails because they are a rich source of nutrients (營養物). The reasons for eating these foods might sound unacceptable to you but do you still think those people are out of their mind?
