In 1976, Hȁagen-Dazs opened its first retail store in Brooklyn, and by the end of the 1970s they had close to 60 stores nationwide. Processed Foods: A Blessing or a Curse?
Having the ability to preserve food has been a blessing for humankind. Rather than going through cycles of plenty followed by periods of famine, we now have a steady supply of food year-round. However preserving food often means processing it, and this can be a double-edged sword. 
Processed foods, which include anything that has been canned or dehydrated, have been altered from their natural state into neat and convenient packages. Prepackaged chocolate cookies can stay good for months while the same food made from scratch may grow moldy in just days. The reason is that food manufacturers use artificial ingredients that lengthen a product’s shelf life.

Artificial colors and flavors are chemical that try to copy nature. While packaged orange juice looks more orange than natural juice, some people develop skin rashes, allergic reactions, and thyroid problems from drinking it. MSG is a common flavor enhancer that can increase appetite, and there have been reports of people feeling sick from consuming it. Certain artificial preservatives are linked to asthma, tumors, and hormone imbalance.

Learning what ingredients are in your food can help you avoid eating unhealthily. Packaged chips, ham, and canned vegetables and soups are all high in salt, which makes food last longer, but also raises blood pressure. Sugary drinks can cause diabetes and heart disease. Corn syrup, which is found in many processed foods, also contributes to both diseases. Another thing people should be careful with is trans-fat, which raises bad cholesterol and lowers good cholesterol. Chips, packaged pastries, and French fries contain high levels of this ingredient. Cutting out trans-fat can lower heart disease risk by 53 percent!

It is best to choose fresh foods that are full of vitamins, minerals, and antioxidants. Learn to appreciate natural flavors, since it’ll not only keep you in good shape but also keep diseases away.
