Have you ever eaten a chocolate bar that is “not for girls”? This first appeared as part of an aggressively macho campaign by Nestlé-owned Yorkie, which was launched in 2002. Even though the slogan “It’s not for girls!” caused much controversy at the time, the company brought out another special pink-wrapper Yorkie just for girls in 2006. These ridiculous sales gimmicks are a grim reminder that sexism remains alive and well today, even though we’re in the 21st century. 

In fact, advertisements featuring harmful gender-stereotypical portrayals continue to permeate the media in many different forms. Unfortunately, though these ads fail to authentically reflect the diversity of the world we live in, they often shape our thoughts and opinions. This, in turn, may limit how we see ourselves and how others see us, and even limit the major decisions we make. Being bombarded with sexist commercials is also like suffering from “boiling frog syndrome.” By the time you notice you’ve been influenced, it’s too late!  

According to research, here are some examples of subconscious gender biases in advertising:  

•  Age: Women in ads are mostly in their 20s or 30s, while men are shown across all age groups.  

•  Objectification: Ten percent of the women are shown in sexually revealing clothing, which is 6 times as many as men.  

•  Humor: Men are almost twice as likely as women to be humorous in their ads. 
  •  Image: Eighty-nine percent of the men on screen are portrayed as being smart and macho, while the women are simply pretty or cute. 

•  Location: Women are forty-eight percent more likely to be shown doing something in the kitchen, while men are fifty percent more likely to be shown attending a sporting event or working in a scientific laboratory. 

Indeed, we come across the above mentioned stereotypes quite often, since advertisers use them to sell us products all 
the time. Clearly, in terms of equality, we still have a long way to go. That’s why, whatever your gender is, being aware of these gender biases is very important as this will enable us to guard against them.
