　　Prejudice* is a major theme in To Kill a Mockingbird. Prejudice means __(27)__ others or holding negative opinions of them that are not based on any genuine experience. One fine morning in 1941, Swiss engineer George de Mestral went for a walk in the woods with his dog. Upon their return home, he found a lot of burrs (from plants) stuck to the dog’s fur and his pants. __(37)__
__(38)__. They clung firmly to the loops in the fabric of his pants. He determined that if he could recreate the same thing, making hooks-and-loops that bind to each other firmly, he could produce a strong fastener with many uses.

De Mestral’s first challenge was finding a fabric for a strong bonding system. He first tried cotton, but it proved too soft and could not withstand repeated openings and closures. After years of research and testing, he learned that synthetics worked best and eventually settled on heat-treated nylon, a strong and durable substance. By 1955, he had completed an improved version of the product, with each square inch of material containing 300 hooks, which made it stay fastened and yet easy enough to pull apart when needed. __(39)__. De Mestral thus began mass-producing Velcro, opening plants in Europe and eventually into Canada and the United States.

Initially Velcro did not fare well. __(40)__ In the early 1960s, the product received a huge boost in popularity when NASA began using it in a lot of equipment that went into space along with astronauts. Today, de Mestral’s design is found almost everywhere: clothing and footwear, toys, airline seat cushions, blood pressure cuffs and surgeons’ gowns. Because a considerable amount of childcare falls on the shoulders of women, childcare support plays a huge role in advancing female leadership. Ten cities in Europe have asked the European Union to help them fight against the forces of Airbnb and similar home rental websites. The cities argue that such rental sites have negatively impacted many neighborhoods by driving up rental prices and destroying the local way of life. Another problem with Airbnb is that many of the rooms on the site actually belong to commercial operators rather than individual home owners. This goes against Airbnb’s original goal of connecting local hosts and travelers.

　　However, in April 2019, an adviser for the European Court of Justice said that under EU law, Airbnb may be considered an online information provider instead of a rental agent. If this finding holds true, then Airbnb and similar sites won’t have to be responsible for making sure home owners obey local laws concerning holiday rentals. 

　　In the meantime, some cities have begun to take matters into their own hands. In Paris, home owners can get fined if they don’t register their properties as short-term rentals before renting them out to guests. Amsterdam, on the other hand, permits holiday rentals to operate for only one month out of the year. Airbnb is meeting resistance in the United States, too. In San Francisco, where Airbnb started, local residents have protested against the company, forcing Airbnb to spend over US$8 million in 2015 to defeat the city’s attempt to stop its expansion.

When people speak to us, they communicate through their words, their tone of voice and their body language. Researchers have found that body language is often most important of all. Employers are very aware of this. During interviews with job applicants, employers pay attention to applicants’ body language. Applicants need to keep this fact in mind.

Before a job interview begins, the employer and applicant often shake hands. To communicate confidence, the applicant should shake the employer’s hand firmly. Shaking hands too weakly or too hard may make a poor impression on the employer.

During job interviews, other aspects of body language have an impact as well. One is posture. Experts say that applicants should sit straight in their chairs throughout their interviews. They should neither slump nor lean too far forward toward the employer. The latter would be interpreted by many employers as aggressive.

Applicants should also smile and make eye contact with the employer. Smiling helps to relax the mood, and good eye contact shows that the applicant is confident and prepared to answer questions. Applicants who neither smile nor make eye contact make a poor impression.

According to experts, there are other things that applicants should not do during interviews. They should avoid crossing their arms tightly on their chests. Doing so may send a negative message to the employer. They should also avoid touching their faces frequently or moving around in their seats. Such actions communicate to the employer that the applicant is feeling anxious. Finally, the applicant should avoid using strong hand gestures such as pointing a finger at the employer. The employer may view this as aggressive.

Some body language errors are more apparent to employers than others. When, in a survey, employers were asked which body language mistakes applicants make, two-thirds of them said failure to make eye contact. Slightly more than one-third said failure to smile. Less than one-third said poor posture, crossing one’s arms and moving around in one’s seat. About one-fourth said playing with one’s hair and shaking hands weakly. Fewer employers said making aggressive hand gestures.
