Imagination

        People have always been both fascinated and frightened by the planet Mars, perhaps because of its unmistakable red color.  Since ancient times, Mars—also known as“The Red Planet”—has influenced 

mythology, literature, and daily life.  

    The Babylonians, who studied astronomy as early as 400 B.C., were one of the first cultures to make observations about the planet Mars.  The Egyptians called Mars Har Decher—the Red One.  The Greeks called the planet Ares after their god of war, while the Romans called it Mars, their name for the same god.  The ancient Chinese named the planet Huoxing, the“Fire Star,”and as in Western cultures, Chinese 
mythology showed Mars as a powerful, red-faced warrior.
    Mars inspired writers throughout time.  English novels about Mars include Gulliver’s Travels, written in 1726 by the Irish writer Jonathan Swift.  In it, Swift refers to two moons orbiting Mars.  These moons were actually not discovered until 1877.  Twenty years later, in 1897, the English writer H.G.  Wells wrote The War of the Worlds, a story about technologically advanced Martians invading Earth.  The Martian Chronicles, written in 1951 by the American author Ray Bradbury, presents the opposite idea of Martians as threatening aliens.  In it, humans are the evil invaders of Mars.  Bradbury’s novel reflects
one of the themes of mid-20th century science fiction: human weaknesses.

    Mars has also influenced the names of the days of the week.  Tuesday gets its name from the ancient Babylonians.  To them,“Mars Day”was Tuesday.  They believe heavenly bodies influenced people’s lives.  Because Mars is red, the Babylonians associated Mars with aggression and performed special
ceremonies on Tuesdays to avoid the negative influence of the warlike planet.

    Mars Day is still Tuesday in several languages: Mardi (French), Martedi (Italian), Martes (Spanish).  Tuesday in English may not seem as though it’s related to Mars.  However, the English borrowed

“Tews”from their Norse invaders’ god of war, Tyr, and eventually“Tuesday”became Tuesday.

        If someone asked you who your favorite teacher was, would you ever think of saying〝the earth?〞Probably not, yet people have been studying the ways of the natural world for thousands of years.  Nature, 

in all of its mysterious wisdom, has already solved many problems that the human race still faces.
        The imitation of nature is now a science known as biomimicry.  In this field of study, scientists (called biomimics) study the natural world to find solutions to global problems such as food and energy 

shortages.  Biomimics look to nature for〝advice〞on how to create energy and grow food.

        As Earth’s resources are destroyed, many of our potential〝teachers〞are lost.  This makes biomimicry not only a science but also a conservation effort.  And by living in harmony with nature, rather than

simply using it, many new possibilities open up.
        Have you ever wanted to climb walls like Spider-Man, or stop bullets like Superman?  Biomimics are studying animal species that have abilities similar to those of comic book superheroes.  The results,

however, have less to do with science fiction and more to do with real life.

        The gecko lizard, able to climb up walls using the tiny hairs on its feet, is providing biomimics with clues on how to create a powerful new kind of tape.  Another ancient animal, the spider, can produce silk that is stronger than steel.  In the future, we could find this silk being used for such things as fishing line

and bulletproof jackets.

        Biomimicry is able to achieve results without using a lot of energy and producing a lot of harmful waste.  This is more important these days than ever, as the race is on to find less harmful ways of

improving our lives.
