There are three branches of medicine. One is called “doctor medicine,” or “scientific medicine.” Scientific doctors try to observe sicknesses, __21_ for logical patterns, and then find out how the human body works. From there they __22_ out what treatments may work. This kind of medicine is believed to __23_ from the 4th century BC. Although nowadays it is successful, in the ancient world this approach probably did not cure many patients.
