Victor Hugo is considered by many to be one of the leading figures in French literature. His keen understanding of human nature made for rich characters and dramatic tension in his novels and poetry. This same sense of understanding also created discontent in Hugo, who saw injustice everywhere in 19th century France.

After the tragic death of his daughter, Hugo set aside his literary career for a time and made a career in politics. His support for the unsuccessful 1848 revolution against France’s President Louis Napoleon forced Hugo to leave the country. It was during this period that Hugo returned to letters and produced the masterpieces that made his reputation as both a writer and social critic.

Victor Hugo’s historical novel The Hunchback of Notre Dame was published in 1831, before he undertook his political career. However, even then his observations on human weakness were well developed, as evident in both the novel’s characters and plot.

Each of the novel’s three main characters represents one aspect of human nature: Frollo, the priest of Notre Dame, represents lust; his deformed servant, Quasimodo, stands for intense loyalty; and Esmeralda, the object of Frollo’s desire, is a symbol of innocence. Through their actions, these characters show the ways in which humans are imperfect.

In The Hunchback of Notre Dame, it is the innocent who suffer: Quasimodo’s deformity makes it difficult for Esmeralda to return his love; and the virtuous Esmeralda is killed by a bloodthirsty crowd for a crime she did not commit. With his novel, Hugo re-created the injustice of the world in art, and expressed what he saw as the universal truth of the human condition.

Hugo was a romantic who accepted as truth the dark side of human nature. But he also believed that humans could find something better in the afterlife. The Hunchback of Notre Dame lends a fitting example. The novel’s ending suggests that though Quasimodo is unable to find love in life, he finds it in death: in a mysterious tomb, the bones of a young woman lie wrapped in the arms of a deformed man.

   We all have fears.  Some of them are reasonable enough, such as the fear of losing one’s job during a recession or contracting a disease during an outbreak.  Other fears, however, are irrational, such as the fear of spiders, snakes, high places, or enclosed spaces.  Doctors call this latter fear claustrophobia.
   Phobia, from the Greek word for “fear,” is the term health professionals use to describe these irrational mental states of anxiety.  People who have claustrophobia feel anxious or nervous when they are in elevators, cars, or even large rooms. Their instinct, in severe cases, is to panic. They may end up shaking, sweating, hyperventilating, or even fainting.  To those without this phobia, it seems unreasonable to have these kinds of reactions to enclosed spaces, but to the claustrophobic person, it is their natural reaction to a situation they consider threatening.  Unfortunately, having an anxiety or panic attack confirms that person’s fear, and they begin to avoid the objects or situations which bring on their discomfort.
   The good news is that all kinds of phobias can be treated. Since the fear is not sensible, those suffering phobias can be helped to overcome them.  The hardest step on the road to recovery is the first.  The realization that a phobia is irrational leads to further anxiety.  Support and encouragement from family, friends, and colleagues to seek counseling is of great help.  Techniques for treatment include flooding, which exposes the person to the source of their anxiety in a controlled situation, and counter-conditioning, using self-relaxation methods to get through anxiety attacks.  In the most severe cases, these techniques may be accomplished by medications.  People being treated can get over their fear is as little as eight to ten weeks.

Most parents dread a note or call from school saying that their child’s behavior is “not normal.” If your child’s academic performance and social life is suffering because they don’t pay attention, can’t sit still and act without thinking, it is most likely that they have AD/HD (Attention Deficit/ Hyperactivity Disorder). 

AD/HD is a neurological disorder which stems not from the home environment, but from biological and genetic causes. Its symptoms typically show up in early childhood. The main characteristics are inattention, hyperactivity and impulsivity. Inattentive children have difficulty focusing on completing a task or learning something new. Hyperactive children always seem to be restless. Often they report that they need to stay busy and may try to do several tasks at once. Impulsive children often do not think before they act. They often blurt out inappropriate comments or have difficulty taking turns in conversation. 

Most children can be inattentive, hyperactive, or impulsive at times. It is when these behaviors are inappropriate for their age and affect different areas in their lives that the disorder is diagnosed. Depression, anxiety, and learning disabilities may co-exist with AD/HD. Therefore, if a child is suspected of AD/HD, it is very important that he or she be evaluated by a professional. 

Once your child is diagnosed with AD/HD, it is important to let the school know so that they can provide appropriate academic and social support. Your child’s school should keep this information confidential and it can usually make accommodations in the classroom to fit your child’s learning needs.
