     It is generally believed that men and women are completely different kinds of human beings. Tsao Hsueh-chin, the author of Dream of the Red Chamber, said, “Women are made of water, whereas men are made of clay.” The American author John Gray describes the differences in another way in his best-selling book Men Are from Mars, Women Are from Venus.

     Is this really true? Are men and women really so different? Do they really think and act in such opposite ways? Or are these differences based merely on stereotypes? To answer this last question, let’s examine first just what some of the stereotypes are.

     Stereotype one: Men are naturally aggressive and competitive. Women are passive and nurturing. This is why men are better suited to the work world, and women are better suited to staying home and caring for the children.

     Stereotype two: Men have greater physical strength than women. That’s why men make better soldiers, firefighters, and mechanics—because these are positions that require physical strength. Women, on the other hand, make better teachers, nurses, or secretaries—because these jobs take more patience and less strength.

     Stereotype three: Men are rational. Women are emotional. Men, therefore, are good at math and science, as these subjects involve careful and logical thinking. Women, on the other hand, are good at music and art because these are subjects that require creative thinking or intuition. The female emotional nature also causes women to get hurt more easily and to cry more often.

     These are just a few of the common beliefs about men and women. All of us believe them to some degree. And nearly all of us have suffered from being stereotyped. Let’s take a look at a few familiar examples.

     --A girl is often criticized by her parents because she likes tough sports.

     --A boy is made fun of by his friends because he likes to play with dolls.

     --A woman is not given a job because the employer is afraid she will quit after she gets married.

     --A man is looked down upon by his boss because he turns down a promotion in order to spend more time with his family.

     In every one of these cases, someone is being judged on the basis of a stereotype. And in every case, the person is being treated unfairly and unkindly. Men and women may be different, but that doesn’t mean we should lump people together into categories. The most important thing to consider is that every person is an individual.

Many people like to get together with friends, read, learn a new language, or play games such as mahjong. These are some common suggestions for elderly people who want to keep their brains active. Also, everyone knows that physical exercise is good for the heart. New evidence now shows that it is also good for the brain.

From about the age of forty, people’s brains start to lose nerve cells called neurons, which process and carry information. When this happens, the brain slows down. Memory and concentration are affected. In 1998, however, it was found that the brains of elderly people can actually grow new neurons. But no one understood why or knew how to make it happen until recently.

A research team at the University of Illinois studied three groups of healthy people aged sixty and over. For three months, one group did regular exercise such as aerobics or rapid walking. People in another group just did mild stretching exercises and followed their usual routines. The third group, the “couch potatoes,” did little more than watch TV. The researchers discovered that the volume of neurons in the brains of the first group increased. That is, their brains were made stronger by exercise.

Such research is still at an early stage. But we do now know that physical fitness can help the brain. More studies on brain structure and function will be needed to fully understand the effects of exercise. Maybe one day this type of research will produce treatments for brain diseases. At the very least, the results from the University of Illinois give us another reason to turn off the TV and go to the gym. After all, you don’t need to wait until you are older.
