     The tsunami that occurred in the India Ocean in2004 is one of the world’s ___36__ natural disasters.      George Kourounis has an unusual and rather dangerous job. He is a storm chaser. His job involves chasing tornados and other extreme weather conditions, such as hail storms, dust storms, and hurricanes so that he can film them. His films have been shown on The Discovery Channel and National Geographic Channel. As you can imagine, it's not easy chasing a tornado. Kourounis has to drive thousands of miles in order to get in exactly the right place to film an event which may be over in a matter of minutes, sometimes seconds. Most of his work is spent studying weather conditions in the hope of figuring out when the next tornado is likely to appear. It is frustrating work as he may spend days driving and following weather forecasts yet end up with nothing. And on the days when he does find himself near a tornado, he has to cope with heavy rain, powerful winds, lightning, and sometimes hailstones the size of golf balls-all this while driving, avoiding things on the road, looking at weather data and talking on the phone to other people in his team, not to mention filming.
