The day after Hurricane Katrina hit the city, 80 percent of New Orleans was under water up to six meters deep. Residents who had not left before the storm were evacuated. The final death toll could be in the thousands. New Orleans became a ghost town.

Recovery from such a catastrophe will be a long, slow process. It could take up to nine months to drain all the floodwater before work can begin to rebuild the 150,000 properties that were damaged or destroyed. It remains to be seen whether, in the years to come, New Orleans will again be the industrial and cultural capital of the American South. Seasonal affective disorder (also called SAD) is a type of depression that is triggered by the seasons. The most common type of SAD is called winter-onset depression. Symptoms usually begin in late fall or early winter and go away by summer. A much less common type of SAD, known as summer-onset depression, usually begins in the late spring or early summer and goes away by winter. SAD may be related to changes in the amount of daylight during different times of the year. Most SAD sufferers can’t understand what cause their depression and can’t help but feel lonely, forsaken and miserable. According to the studies, the incidents of SAD increase dramatically in the northern countries, while in the Tropics, these cases have never been heard of. In the UK, only 500,000 people fall victim to winter depression, but in Sweden, as much as 20 percent of the population is estimated to be affected.

In recent years, doctors and experts have worked out some remedies for SAD, and among them the most effective one is light therapy. The symptoms of SAD can be alleviated by great exposure to either domestic light or sunlight. For people who are in need of illumination, specially-designed light boxes are now available. Users simply need to sit in front of one for certain length of time—from 30 minutes to several hours, and the symptoms will subside little by little. Besides, winter depressives, those severe ones in particular, also benefit by taking anti-depressant drugs or having psychotherapy. Another treatment SAD sufferers can try is watching films featuring warm, sunny or summery climates, because they can make striking improvements in mood. On the contrary, over-exposure to indoor activities, which cause a state of depression, can in severe cases result in mental breakdown.
