In the twentieth century, one American poet stands above many others. ___41___ He read his poems at presidential inaugurations and represented the U.S. on several official missions including a Cold War era meeting with the Soviet leader Nikita Krushchev.

     Although Frost is most associated with the rural areas of New England, he was actually born in San Francisco and lived in California until the age of 12. ___42___ He gained his love of poetry at an early age, listening to his mother teach elementary school. ___43___ Frost then attended Harvard for two years but returned home to New Hampshire to try his hand at farming poultry. The attempts were successful and, in 1912, Frost and his family moved to England, where they stayed for three years. ___44___
     The Frost family returned to the U.S. in 1915 and bought a new farm in New Hampshire. This time however, Frost didn’t farm; instead he threw himself into a full time career of writing, teaching and lecturing. ___45___ They include many details of nature and the seasonal changes it goes through. This, combined with his direct and accessible language, means that Frost’s poems have maintained their popularity and topicality to this day. He was also a very prolific poet and new poems by Frost—one’s previously unpublished—still occasionally appear.

“The great beauty of poetry is that it makes everything and every place interesting.” Those were the words of John Keats to his brother George in 1819. Though his life was short, John Keats is recognized as one of England’s greatest poets. He is known in particular for his vivid descriptions of the beauty of nature, and for the profound philosophical questions that are a hallmark of his poems.

Born in 1795, Keats published three books of poetry in his lifetime. Critics at the time did not like his work, partly because he came from an ordinary background, with no advantages of birth, wealth or education. He had lost his parents in childhood, and one of his brothers died young from disease. Also, Keats was too poor to marry the woman he loved.

Despite all this suffering, Keats never lost his love of poetry. Few poets have so thoroughly captured the glory of life and nature. When Keats spoke those words to his brother, he was going through his most creative period. In the spring and summer of that year, he wrote his most famous short poems, known as odes. They include Ode to a Nightingale, Ode on Melancholy, and To Autumn.

By 1820, however, Keats had developed tuberculosis, the same disease that had killed his mother and brother. On his doctor’s advice, he left the cold air of London and moved to Italy. His health did not improve, however, and he died the next year, at the age of twenty-five. It was not until the mid-nineteenth century that people began to fully appreciate the beauty and significance of John Keats’ poetry.

Tea was the first brewed beverage. The Chinese emperor Shen Nung in 2737 B.C. introduced the drink. Chinese writer Lu Yu wrote in A.D. 780 that there were “tens of thousands” of teas. Chinese tea was introduced to Japan in A.D. 800. It was then introduced to Europe in the early 1600s, when trade began between Europe and the Far East. At that time, China was the main supplier of tea to the world. Then in 1834, tea cultivation began in India and spread to Sri Lanka, Thailand, Burma, and other areas of Southeast Asia. Today, Java, South Africa, South America, and areas of the Caucasus also produce tea.

There are three kinds of tea: black, green, and oolong. Most international tea trading is in black tea. Black tea preparation consists mainly of picking young leaves and leaf buds on a clear sunny day and letting the leaves dry for about an hour in the sun. Then, they are lightly rolled and left in a fermentation room to develop scent and a red color. Next, they are heated several more times. Finally, the leaves are dried in a basket over a charcoal fire. Green tea leaves are heated in steam, rolled, and dried. Oolong tea is prepared similarly to black tea, but without the fermentation time.

Three main varieties of tea—Chinese, Assamese, and Cambodian—have distinct characteristics. The Chinese variety, a strong plant that can grow to be 2.75 meters high, can live to be 100 years old and survives cold winters. The Assamese variety can grow 18 meters high and lives about 40 years. The Cambodian tea tree grows five meters tall.

Tea is enjoyed worldwide as a refreshing and stimulating drink. Because so many people continue to drink the many varieties of tea, it will probably continue as the world’s most popular drink.
