     第2篇            How to Beat School Bullies ( 霸凌 ): Speak Out

    Educational psychologists in Germany say that bullying is a group phenomenon and that students and teachers should stand up to school bullies and show support for victims (受害者).  Children bully other children because they hope it will gain the attention and admiration of the group.  Students who are higher in the social standing find bullying amusing, and those lower ones join in because they fear that if they do not do so, they will become victims themselves.

     Once bullying has started, it may be difficult to stop.  Some victims may try to become the teacher’s pet for protection.  Other victims try to play the class clown, which causes other students to believe that the victims deserve the bullying.

     Children who are bullied are in great danger of losing self-confidence and may even become ill.  Bullies are more likely to become criminals.  To prevent this from happening, teachers must stop bullying immediately.  Students can help by standing together against bullies.  As Shaifer, a psychologist at Munich University, explained, bullying does not work without other group members.  “Those who simply look on, are just as responsible, ” the psychologist said.
