     Nowadays, it is children who carry the lanterns, or "punkies", which have candles inside them. Everyone gets together in the Village Hall, where there is a contest to choose the best lanterns. Prizes are given, then the children walk around the village in a parade. In the past few decades, the tradition has also spread to other villages in the area.

（C） Beethoven was a musical genius, but he certainly did not have an easy life. His father started teaching him to play the piano when he was just four years old. At the age of 7 he had already become a skilled musician. However, his father was not kind to him. He often hit the young boy and locked him in the basement to make him practice. After getting home drunk in the middle of the night he would sometimes wake Beethoven up and make him practice until morning. His mother died when he was just seventeen. Because his father was a drunk, he had to take care of the whole family by himself. Fortunately, Beethoven kept on writing music. When Beethoven was thirty years old, he started to go deaf.
