The unidentified flying objects have been a fierce debate for decades.  There is no shortage of UFO sightings around the world.  American George Filer writes about recent UFO sightings at home and abroad.  One UFO was described as a flying black triangle with light in the middle beaming down.  Another was a color-changing disk.  Sometimes an object with mysterious lights can be explained as a small airplane or an overactive imagination.  


On October 30, 1938, the radio play War of the Worlds caused an unexpectedly mass hysteria in New York and New Jersey.  Despite the introduction in newspaper stated it was a play, thousands of residents asserted that New Jersey was being bombed and under attack by Martians.  They phoned police stations seeking assistance in avoiding the gas raids and how to make good their escape from the city. 


The show started out as an innocent dance program and then was interrupted with the special news flash that the Martians were invading the Earth, the same as real news broadcast would report.  Some people were taken to hospitals and treated for shock and frenzy.  One woman was reported to be on the verge of suicide, claiming that she would rather die by her own hands than by a Martian’s.  The Police and other officials tried to persuade citizens that it was just a radio show and that there was no invasion.  


One unexplained occurrence seen more than 100 years ago and continues to this day is the Ghost Lights of Marfa.  Thousands of people in West Texas peer at the Chianti Mountains at night searching for the mysterious lights.  There is no apparent source, no exact location but they move and glow.  Some people say they are constant white lights; others say they are different color lights that move.  Some see three lights while others see as many as ten.  The lights have been investigated but they disappear when people get near.  

    Today with such television shows as The X-Files and different specials claiming to be true accounts of aliens, the story of UFOs continues.
