     It is believed that the brain creates memories by a process that follows three steps. First, neurons transform sensory experiences __16__ images in the immediate memory. One of the great heroes in the historic struggle for freedom for black American slaves was a white man named John Brown. Brown was famous for being the first to support and use armed force to oppose slavery. He felt very strongly that slaves should be freed, but his willingness to use violence resulted in disaster for himself and his followers.

Born in 1800 in Connecticut, John Brown grew up in a deeply religious family. During his first fifty years, he moved around the country, living at different times in Ohio, Pennsylvania, Massachusetts, and New York. Brown held various jobs and attempted to do business, but never acquired great riches. Meanwhile, he stood up for the slaves and joined the struggle against their oppression.

A man of action, Brown supported the idea of starting a war to bring liberty to all slaves. In 1855, he emerged as a significant figure in the movement when he moved to Kansas. There, he set up a small private army, attacking those who supported slavery and killing a number of people. Brown also led dramatic attacks in Missouri and Virginia.


Brown planned to expand his army. He and twenty-one other men raided a military supply center in Harper’s Ferry, Virginia, on October 16, 1859. Brown was wounded, captured, and taken to Charlestown, where he was put on trial for the crime. He was sentenced to death and hanged on December 2. But his courage won a lot of sympathy, and he came to symbolize the movement to abolish slavery, which continued to gain strength after his death.
