Harada, 25, has been working at an ad agency in Tokyo for four months. When the quake struck, she had just returned from lunch on her ninth-floor office. At first no one reacted, she recalled, because they thought it was just    39    tremor, but before long the building was swaying and then shaking up and down. "I just remembered being under my desk thinking, ‘When is this going to end?’ " she said. "All my elementary school earthquake education    40    just kind of went out the door. It was such a panic attack."

In contrast, she found her Japanese co-workers were    41    calmer and they started doing what needed to be done immediately. She was just so shocked to find how    42    they were for earthquakes. They knew their evacuation route, they knew where to meet, they knew all these technical procedures. Everyone was just helping    43    out. Even on her three-hour walk home that night, she found no children were crying, the elderly were being looked after and no one seemed in a panic.
"I was more incredulous than    44   . " she said in the end of the interview. " Little did I know that was just the Japanese way; they internalize their reactions so as not to make a scene. It was    45    tame compared to the reaction of my fellow Torontonians when that earthquake hit the Kingston area last summer." Born in a religious family, he initially planned to be a pastor like his father. He didn’t take painting seriously until he was around 27. The fact that he was mostly self-taught probably accounted for his distinctive style.    48    But for his brother, Theo, he could have lived a much more miserable life. However, Theo’s financial and moral support was never a cure for Vincent’s persistent depression that eventually led to his suicide.

In the relatively short period of 10 years, he completed a stunning production of more than 900 paintings. The use of dark and somber tones is characteristic of his early works, as in The Potato Eaters, which were mostly painted in his native Holland.    49    With a yearning to be close to nature, he later moved to rural southern France, where he produced such acclaimed works as The Sunflowers. Unfortunately, his mental health was deteriorating at the same time. That he cut off part of his left ear prompted van Gogh to commit himself to a mental hospital in Saint-Remy. At this stage, his paintings featured wheat fields, flowering orchards and cypress trees, these countryside scenes recurring in his works.    50   
Considering the energy and passion for life displayed in his paintings, it’s hard to believe they are created by a person who received so little but bestowed so much on the world.

A woman labeled “America’s Worst Mom” had to defend herself against the embarrassing nickname after she let her nine-year-old son ride on the New York City subway alone. “It was a reasonable risk,” she argued. Helicopter parents would certainly disagree. Coined in 1990, the term “helicopter parenting” is used to describe overprotective parents, who are mostly middle-class baby boomers. They hover over their children and are always worried about their academic and professional success. It’s not uncommon for these parents to make decisions, intervene in conflicts, and do homework for their children. Some helicopter parents even write college essays, edit résumé, and show up at job interviews with them.

No one really doubts the motives of these parents. The problem is that such intentions often stem from a desire on the part of the parents to raise their own self-esteem. The excessive investment these parents make in their children’s upbringing and achievements may end up having an adverse effect. By doing nearly everything for their children, they limit them to safe situations. This means the kids are kept from learning basic survival skills and how to cope with failure on their own. A study shows that helicopter kids tend to be more self-conscious, more vulnerable, and less open to new ideas. For them, it is hard to become independent adults, which is their parents’ ultimate goal.

Experts are now offering some advice to helicopter parents. First, act as a coach, not as a rescuer. Second, encourage children to make their own decisions and help them learn to solve problems rather than take care of everything for them. Finally, give them the space and chance to learn from their mistakes. As “America’s Worst Mom” argues, “The way kids learn to be resourceful is by having to use their resources.” Children fly higher when they are not tied to the ground.

As farm animals go, cattle rank among the largest. Many of them weigh more than 500 kilograms! But it hasn’t always been that way. Historically, cattle were much smaller until the mid-20th century when relatively low feed costs shifted the focus of farmers to getting more meat from each animal. Now, rising feed costs and environmental concerns are reversing that trend, and people in the agriculture business are once more investing in miniature cattle. 

There are actually numerous types of mini cattle that come in different shapes, sizes and colors. Generally, though, minis are much smaller than their larger cousins.

While you might suspect that these tiny cows are a modern wonder of genetic engineering, they actually aren’t. The original mini cattle were developed hundreds of years ago by British farmers, primarily because their small farms couldn’t accommodate larger cows.

Traditionally viewed as ideal for small farms, mini cows were kept to provide a household with milk for a year. They could also annually produce a calf, which was raised to provide the family with beef.

These days, mini cows are proving increasingly popular with both commercial and hobby farmers. The most significant reason for this resurgent popularity is how much cheaper the little cows can be to raise. Regular-sized brutes need a lot of space and food—both of which are costly.

Mini cows simply consume less feed while producing proportionally more meat or milk. Miniature Herefords, for example, produce between 50 and 75 percent of the steak their full-sized cousins produce, but they only eat about half as much. Miniature Jersey cows can generate up to 15 liters of milk a day though they are so short farmers have to squat way down to milk them.

Perhaps more importantly, mini cows are much more environmentally friendly than their larger relatives. In fact, according to Professor Richard Gradwohl, it takes 10 mini cattle to create the same amount of methane that one regular cow produces.

With a long history and a bright future, it looks like mini cows are here to stay. And in this case, the old saying is true: Good things really do come in small packages.
