     According to specialists, people in general sleep for about one-third of their lives. Some of that time is spent dreaming－the strange experience that the average person has each night. For most of us, what happens in dreams is beyond our control. A few people, however, believe they can control their dreams.

     The word "lucid" means something that is very clear, recognizable, and understandable. Lucid dreaming is having a dream while being aware that you are dreaming. To realize that you are dreaming may not sound very exciting, but it certainly gives you the opportunity to manage your dreams.
